DEDICATION OF AN ADDITION TO THE BROAD RUN PRESERVE

WHEREAS, West Bradford Township has accepted a deed of dedication from Harkins Property,
LLC that certain tract or parcels of land situate in West Bradford Township generally located
at:
o The northwestern corner of the intersection of Broad Run Road and Chestnut Lane, and
* The eastern side of Broad Run Road south of its intersection with Chestnut Lane.

FURTHER, the property boundaries are described as being tax parcel #50-4-21 containing
22.68 acres, more or less, and being more particularly described in Exhibit “A” attached hereto
and noted as being Parcel #2 (50-004-0021.00, and 50-4-12 containing 7.75 acres, more or less,
and being more particularly described in Exhibit “A” attached hereto and noted as being Parcel

#3 (50-004-0012.00), and;

WHEREAS, it is the opinion of the Board of Supervisors that the acquisition of said open space,
as protected habitat and floodplain, for non-motorized trail use, and for limited passive
recreation is in the best interests of West Bradford Township. This dedication as an addition to
the Broad Run Preserve shall not preclude the Township from utilizing portions of the land for
necessary roadway or drainage improvements to Chestnut Lane or Broad Run Road.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT AND IT HEREBY IS RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors
of West Bradford Township hereby dedicate this parcel as an addition to the Broad Run
Preserve.

a northwestwardly direction having a radius of 383.50 feet, an arc distance of 210.66
feet (chord North 10 degrees 35 minutes 48 seconds West, 208.02 feet) to a point of
reverse curve; 8) along the arc of a circle curving to the right in a northwestwardly
direction having a radius of 366.50 feet, an arc distance of 149.24 feet (chord North

a southwesterly line of lands now or late Richard and Louise Fenimore (-parcedl
number 50-005-0013.00); THENCE leaving said northeasterly side of Broad Run
